B) You need “TO” before the verb, not “FOR”

4) MANY VS MUCH

5) FUN VS FUNNY:

6) PLACE THE OBJECT/COMPLEMENT CORRECTLY IN THE SENTENCE:

WRONG: I went with my brother to the swimming pool.
CORRECT: 

WRONG: I ate near the aquarium to enjoy as much as possible my day there.
