 PREPOSITION OF PLACE  (TO vs AT)
	TO
	“TO” is used when there is a MOVEMENT/
DIRECTION/DESTINATION


*Verbs of movement are used with “TO”. (walk, run, come, drive, etc) GO + TO
	EXAMPLES:
-He walks to school every day.
-He ran to the supermarket to get milk.
-I can’t talk to you, I am going to work. (I am in my car)

	AT
	“AT” is used for a SPECIFIC PLACE, NO movement
	EXAMPLES
-I can’t talk to you, I am at work. (I am in my office and my boss is watching me)
-Meet me at Place Laurier.










PREPOSITION OF TIME  (FOR vs SINCE)

	FOR
	We use for + A PERIOD OF TIME (DURATION)

(for six years - for two hours - for a week – for a long time – for ages – for days)
	EXAMPLES:
-I’ve lived in this house for six years. 

-They have been watching TV for two hours.

	SINCE
	We use since + A  SPECIFIC STARTING POINT 
	EXAMPLES
-It has been raining since one o’ clock. 
- He's been here since April and he still can’t speak German.
-They’ve known each other since they were at school.
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
