Here is what you have to do :
WHO & WHY? 

- Why do you suspect that person? (Reasons for suspecting the person are clear and reasonable)

-Links are made between testimony and events

-Clues, motive, alibi etc… are relevant (individual documents as well as team document)
· Clues and elements from the texts are used to recreate the crime scene 

Make detailed notes of actions and observations, including:

How was the crime scene found?

-Observations about the scene, including the location of people and items.

-Observations about the appearance and condition of the scene on arrival (for example: lights on or off, shades up or down, open or closed, doors and windows etc )

Final document :
Brainstorming (write down your ideas on how and what you will do)
1) Write a plan of your "script"

2)Rough copy, get it approved, make the corrections

3) Write the final 

The script should contain all the elements (clues, murderer, motives, etc). Links between the ideas are relevant and coherent. Clues and information from the text have been used to recreate the scene. A murderer has been identified. The murderer has a motive to kill the victim. 

Presentation/movie

Profile of the murderer/his or her motives

Scenario of the murder

Presence of clues links information from the text etc...
