Writer shot to death in office

TORONTO- World-renowned children’s writer Edwin Scarr was found dead in his down-town office early this morning. He died of gun-shot wounds. Scarr had attended the launch of his newest book last evening at the By the Book flagship store on Bloor Street. More than five hundred young fans lined up to get the author’s autograph. Scarr was widely referred to as « Stephen King Jr. » because of the popularity of his horror novels, which are aimed at the adolescent set. Sources close to the author say that during the book launch, Scarr seemed to be in good spirits, joking with fans and reporters about « the perils of writer’s cramp. » He left the store at about 9 pm, skipping the reception that followed the book launch. Shortly after midnight, a cleaner found Scarr lying dead on the floor in the office where Scarr wrote and oversaw the mini empire that has grown up around his prolific output. The death has been listed by police as suspicious, and is under investigation. Funeral arrangements have not yet been announced.
