11. What does V say about the government in his televised video? Cruelty and injusice, intolerance and oppression, censors & surveillance coercing conformity, soliciting submission

13. What does V ask of the population at the end of his televised video? Stand beside him in one year(5th nov.) outside gates of parliament to give the govn't a 5th they'll never forget

14. Why does Dascombe need cameras during the terroist attack on BTN by V? Film to have images for a ''spun'' story to manage the aftermath

26. What does Delia's journal confirm about the link between the murder victims? Larkhill, experimentation on prisoners, V responsable for explosion of Larkhill, and V the prisoner in cell 5

27. What do we learn about the real purpose of Larkhill Detention Center? Develope biological weapons.

28. What characteristics do the scientists discover about the prisoner in cell number 5? loss of memory, enhanced kineseology and reflexes, resists virus

48. What is the gift V has for Evey? Home, possessions, shadow gallery, train=Decision to  blow parliament .

49. What does V say Evey made him realize? (Why has he given her this gift?) future belongs to her and population not him. He is of the past...part of the old regime ''world he was a part of, helped to shape, ends tonight''. Citizens must take leadership, power, England into their own hands. Regardless of detonation new world begins tomorrow.
