Novel Analysis Assignments


20% Assignment:    


Our second assignment is to map out the different stories developing parallel to each other in the novel. In other words, different series of events starting to unfold in your book and involving different characters or groups of characters. These parallel storylines will eventually meet or join and contribute to  the rising action, climax or resolution. 

Using Inspiration or another organigramme, mind-mapping tool organise and link characters to events and then show the events' relationships to one another.

Please remeber this document is for you and your understanding of your novel. Mark and Chantal can help you with suggestions for organisation on the page or with what info to include but ultimately the diagram must be logical and meaningful to you.  

Please insert your organigram as a picture directly on this page. To do so you will need to export the diagram as a picture. This is a simple operation in Inspiration.

Novel Analysis Assignments


30% Assignment:    


Our third assignment is to  write a descriptive summary of the event that is the narrative hook of the story. The narrative hook is the start of the conflict so don't forget to identify and describe the conlict to start.  Your text must be a minimum of 300 words – this is not a lot when you consider the descriptions needed.


Please cite the page number(s) where the narrative hook happens. If you decide to quote text from the novel it DOES NOT count towards your total number of words. 

Novel Analysis Assignments


40% Assignment:    


This assignment is to explain what element of the book is your favourite. Is it a specific event, a description, a passage, the story, the subject or a character that keeps you interested? Maybe you most enjoy the suspense, the setting or the rich descriptions of your novel? Perhaps you enjoy all things related to that particular period of time or genre of literature? 


In a text of 300 words (minimum) explain what it is that you most enjoy about your novel in particular and why. Please quote (copy text cite page #)  two passages from the novel that illustrate or are examples of what you are talking about. Please put these passages into context for us and explain  how they exemplify what you talking about.

Novel Analysis Assignments


70% Assignment:    


Make a prediction of how the story will end. Base your prediction on the conflict you have established as the central pillar of the story. Defend your prediction by providing arguments based on details that the author has established so far in the novel. Your text should have a minimum of 400 words because you need to:

· Establish/describe/summarize the conflict based on 70% now read

· Describe how you think the conflict will be resolved – include as much detail as  you can.

· Describe examples from earlier in the book that lead you to believe this will actually happen. Here is a list of suggestions to get you thinking: (use at least 3/6)

· Characters' established personalities, 

· Characters' previous reactions, 

· Foreshadowing, 

· Key events or details raised earlier in the novel, 

· Your own personal experience with similar stories,

· Your own personal eperience with this author's style in other books,

*You do not need an intro or conclusion.

**Direct quotations do not count in minimum # of words.

Novel Analysis Assignments


80% Assignment:    


Please describe your favourite part of the novel. 

Explain why this part is ''the best part of the book''. Indicate in your text what pages this part is on as well as when it happens in the story. 300 words.

*You do not need an intro or conclusion. 

**You do not need to quote the ''favourite part'' from your novel.

Novel Analysis Assignments


90% Assignment:    


Draw a picture that depicts a scene or element of the novel that is significant to the story. Support your scene by a quotation that describes or gives context to your picture.

· Picture on 1 sheet 8.5X11, quotation (full text & page number) on a separate sheet

· All artwork done by hand and in colour

You will be evaluated on the relationship between your quotation and the picture.  You will be asked to present and explain your picture to the class at the end of our novel project. (story, quote, context of picture & how this picture and idea represent the story)

Novel Analysis Assignments


100% (Final) Assignment:    


Write a 300 word text that advertises the book and encourages people to read it. Imagine the text found on the back cover of a novel or in a book review magasine or online. 

A good text will incude:

· The title of the book and the author's name somewhere in your text.

· Summary of the main story without telling the ending. 

· Refer to literary elements of the story when describing why it is a book people should read. (you may decide which literary elements to focus on)

· A positive representation of your book.

*This is not the sort of text that needs an introduction or a conclusion.
